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REPUBLIK INDONESIA

PROTOCOL OF PHYTOSANITARY REQUIREMENTS
FOR THE EXPORT OF SALACCA FRUITS FROM
INDONESIA TO CHINA

BETWEEN

THE MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE OF THE REPUBLIC
OF INDONESIA

AND

THE GENERAL ADMINISTRATION OF CUSTOMS OF
THE PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF CHINA

In order to safely export the salacca fruit from Indonesia to China, the
Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Indonesia (hereinafter referred
to as “MOA?”) represented by Indonesian Agricultural Quarantine Agency
(hereinafter called the “IAQA”) and the General Administration of
Customs of the People’s Republic of China (hereinafter referred to as
“GACC?”), on the basis of the pest risk analysis, exchanged views and
reached consensus as follows:

Article 1

The salacca fruit (Salacca zalacca (Gaerter) Voss) (hereinafter referred to
as salacca) being exported to China from Indonesia shall comply with the
relevant plant quarantine laws and regulations of China and be free of
quarantine pests concerned by China (listed in Annex).

Salacca for export to China shall comply with Chinese regulation and
standards of safety and hygiene.

Article 2

The farms and packing houses involved in the salacca export to China must
be registered with IAQA und evaluated and approved by GACC.
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Article 3

Under the direction of IAQA, salacca farms for export to China must
practice Good Agriculture Practice (GAP) and Standard Operation
Procedure (SOP), implement Integrated Pest Management (IPM), in order
to avoid and control the occurrence of the quarantine pests concern to
China.

IAQA shall supervise and regulate the application of agricultural chemicals
and conduct regular analysis of pesticides in compliance with Chinese
regulations and standards regarding safety and hygienc.

Upon request by GACC, IAQA shall provide the information about the
above montioned program, pesticides applied and analysis results.

Article 4

The process of packing, storage and shipment of salacca for export to
China must be subject to quarantine supervision by IAQA.

Before packing, the salacca shall be selected, sorted and processed to
ensure the salacca are free from insects, mites, weeds, rotten fruits, roots
and soil.

The salacca for exported to China must be separately packed and stored
from fruit which are not for export to China to avoid re-infestation.

Article 5

Each box of salacca for exported to China must have the following
information in English: name of product, place and state of production,
country of origin, name or register numbers of farms and packing house,
address of packing house. Each box must have the following Chinese
words clearly displayed : “fii{¥ o4 A AL FI[E” (for the People’s
Republic of China).

The fruit exported to China must be packed in new and clean packing
materials, which shall meet the Phytosanitary requirements and safety and
hygiene standard of China.
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Article 6

TIAQA will conduct a quarantine inspection for each consignment to be
exported to China on a 2% sample. If quarantine pests concern to China are
found, the consignment will not be allowed to export to China.

After making sure that the consignment meets all relevant requirements by
inspection, IAQA will issue a Phytosanitary Certificate for each
consignment. The container number and seal number must be indicated in
the Phytosanitary Certificate. The following statement will be as an
additional declaration: “The consignment is in compliance with
requirements described in the Protocol of Phytosanitary Requirements for
the Export of Salacca Fruits from Indonesia to China, and is free from the
quarantine pests of concern to China”.

[AQA will provide GACC with a sample of the Phytosanitary Certificate
for confirmation and record keeping.

Article 7

When the consignment arrives at the designated entry ports, China Customs
will examine relevant certificates, labels and conduct quarantine
inspections.

If salacca originating from unapproved farm, packing house or treatment
facility is found, the shipment will not be allowed entry.

If Bactrocera carambolae or Bactrocera papayae is found, the
consignment will be returned or destroyed, the importation of salacca will
be temporarily suspended.

If any other quarantine pest is found, the consignment will be treated,
returned or destroyed. Based on the interception situation, the importation
from relevant packinghouse and farm will be suspended. GACC and IAQA
will conduct investigation immediately to find the cause. If the situation is
serious, the importation of salacca from Indonesia will be temporarily
suspended.

If non-compliance with the safety and hygiene standards is found, the
consignemnt will be return or destroyed. GACC will then start its early
warning mechanism and notify TAQA as soon as possible. If non-
compliance occurs continuously, each consignment will be detained
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pending the laboratory analysis result, even to the extent, the importation of
salacca from Indonesia will be temporarily suspended.

Article 8

Prior to the program initation, GACC will dispatch two quarantine officials
to the salacca production areas to verify the implementation of this Protocol
by IAQA, including the GAP, IPM and the Phytosanitary conditions of the
farms, packing houses and storage facilities based on the technical
information provided by IAQA and the on-site inspection results, GACC
will approve the initiative of the exporting program.

IAQA will submit a list to GACC with the farms, packing houses registered
with JAQA before the initiation of the export program. In the future, if the
list is changed, IAQA will provide GACC with the update list before
export.

After program initiation, when necessary and agreed by both sides, GACC
will send quarantine officials to Indonesia to conduct on-site inspection.

The expenses for the trip described above in this article will be funded by
the Indonesian side, including transportation, accommodation and daily
expense

Article 9

During the process of trade, GACC will develop risk analysis based on the
situation of pest occurrence and interceptions on Indonesia salacca. After
consultation with TAQA, the list of quarantine pests and the relevant
quarantine measures may be adjusted in a timely way.

In order to ensure effective implementation of risk management measures

and performance requirements described in this Protocol, both side can
review and evaluate the implementation practices of this Protocol.

Article 10

Any dispute arising from the interpretation, implementation or changes of
this Protocol will be settled amicably through consultation or negotiation
between GACC and IAQA.

This Protocol will enter into force on the date of signed thereof, and remain
valid for two years from the date signature. If neither side gives notice to
